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Ecom firms complete
tax system overhaul
ahcad of festival season

Companies update platforms, train sellers on new tax codes

Bengaluru, 12 September

Major Indian ecommerce com-
panies, including Flipkart and
Amazon, have completed technical
preparations for the country’s sim-
plified two-tier goods and services
tax (GST) structure ahead of the
shopping season, positioning them-
selves to capitalise on festival sales,
which are projected to grow 27 per
centto31.2 trillion.

The companies have updated
their platforms and trained thou-
sands of their sellers on the new tax
codes, which take effect on Septem-
ber 22, just as the industry enters its
most lucrative period.

“Technology has played a pivotal
role in developing backend solutions,
giving sellers clear visibility into the
revised GST codes and enabling a
seamless transition to the new tax
framework,” said an executive at a
leading ecommerce firm.

“Compliance and ease of doing
business have significantly improved
for our sellers,” the executive added.

The streamlined GST structure is
expected to boost sales by 15-20 per
cent asretailers pass on taxsavings to
consumers during the peak shop-
ping weeks.

“The expected surgeislikelytobe
accompanied by significant savings
for consumers,” said an executive.

The new framework reduces the
current multiple-slab system to just
two rates — 5and 18 per cent.

Industry executives said due to
revised GST-rate differentials
shoppers might save at least 10 per
cent,amounting to approximately $1
billion, over the period.

like TVs, air conditioners, and home
appliances.

The reform, coinciding with
India’s traditional festival-buying
season, could provide a tailwind for
ecommerce platforms, which have
spent weeks preparing their systems
for the transition.

Some ecommerce outfits have
begunrolling out sale events ahead of
September 22, possibly in an effort to
clear inventories.

“Sellers will likely need to reduce
product prices. While larger sellers
are expected to comply, smaller mer-
chants may resist the move,” said an
executive at another ecommerce
platform.

According to a report by Datum
Intelligence, a research outfit, sales
are expected to grow 27 per cent to
aboutI1.2 trillion.

“We're expecting a significant
uptick in sales growth this year,
driven in part by the buzz around
GST changes,” said Satish Meena,
founder, Datum Intelligence.

“Last year’s growth was relatively
muted but this season we anticipate
smartphones and TVs will lead the
charge in consumer demand.”

Flipkart’s latest insights (June-
August as compared to March-May)
highlight how users across age
groups and regions are embracing
devices. From laptops and desktops
to gaming consoles, digital cameras,
smart wearables, smart home sol-
utions, and even two-wheelers, Flip-
kart is witnessing multifold growth
acrossitsdiverse and technology-for-
ward selections.

“We are witnessing a dynamic
shift across all tiers and consumer
cohorts as we approach the festive
season,” said Sujith Agashe, vice-
president (electronics), Flipkart.

“From students in small towns to
creators in Tier-I plus cities and
families in major metros, demand for
consumer electronics is clearly
rising.”

In urban India, consumer senti-
ment turned net positive for the first
time in three years, with 37.6 per cent
reporting higher non-essential
spending in July, signalling a
rebound in discretionary demand
ahead of the festive season, accord-
ingto the Datum report.

Inrural India, the report said non-
essential spending surged 54.7 per
cent in July, the highest in two years,
indicating robust consumption
recovery, with net sentiment jump-
ing to plus 37.2 and expectations of
further spending growth ahead of the
festival season.

2W prices may drop by up to 124,500
as automakers ‘pass on’ GST cut gain

Mumbai, 12 September

As many as four manufacturers of
two-wheelers have said they will
pass on the benefits of Goods and
Services Tax (GST) rate cuts to con-
sumers, spreading cheer before the
festival season.

Bajaj Auto, Honda Motorcycle &
Scooter India (HMSI), Royal Enfield
of Eicher Motors, and TVS Motor
Company made the announce-
ment after the GST Council earlier
this month cut rates on sub-350cc
two-wheelers and three-wheelers
from 28 per cent to 18 per cent,
effective September 22.

The companies’ revised prices
for motorcycles, scooters, and
three-wheelers will mean ex-show-
room savings of 35,000 to 324,500,
depending on brand and model.
Bajaj Auto will cut motorcycle
prices by up to 320,000 and that of

HMSI customers can expect
price reductions of upto¥18,800 for
scooters and motorcycles, includ-
ing popular models Activa, Shine,
Unicorn, and CB350. Royal Enfield
said the price of its 350cc motor-
cycles, the backbone of its sales, will
reduce by up to322,000.

TVS is expected to make price
cuts of up to 324,496 for Apache
RTR 310 and Apache RR 310 bikes
and NTorq scooter.

Industry executives said the
cuts will make mobility more
affordable and boost demand in
urban and rural markets. “The gov-
ernment’s decision to reduce GST
for most two-wheelers and three-
wheelers is a bold step forward,
which will unlock demand and set
theindustryona firm growth path,”
said Rakesh Sharma, executive
director of Bajaj Auto.

The price cuts will coincide with
the onset of the festival season, tra-

ditionally a strong period for auto-
mobile sales. Analysts said the tax
cut could help demand recovery,
particularly in the price sensitive
entry- and mid-level segments in
two-wheelers.

By passing on GST benefits fully,
manufacturers are hoping to lift
consumer sentiment, expand their
customer base, and support the
broader automotive value chain,
from dealers and suppliers to local
businesses.
